AIC, funded by the Samuel H. Kress Foundation, is currently building a new web based resource
called STASH (Storage Techniques for Art, Science and History collections) based on the
understanding that the best ideas for safe and sustainable storage and support come from
collaborative solutions. This project was precipitated by the need to find a new way to
disseminate the older but highly valuable text, Storage of Natural History Collections: Ideas and
Practical Solutions, originally published by the Society for the Preservation of Natural History
Collections (SPNHC), and is designed to gather, organize and solicit new storage ideas.
